Dear Youth Families,

In Ephesians 1:4 we read that (God the Father) chose us in him before the
creation of the world to be holy and blameless in his sight. The first blessing
of is that we have been chosen. This is not some arbitrary control
mechanism of a manipulative God, but rather the selection of a God who
loved us enough even before we were born to choose us “in Christ”. Left to
ourselves, as soon as our own choice is engaged, we rebel against any
external authority. Long before we were born, even before the creation of the
world, God decided to make us his children.

Just as there are reasons for choices, there are also purposes for choices.
God’s purpose was that we should be holy and blameless in his sight. Our
standard of goodness is not good enough. Our most righteous acts are like
filthy rags in the context of God's standard. And that is the standard he has
set for us: holy and blameless in his sight. That is a tall order, an impossible
order. Yet Jesus affirmed that standard: be perfect as your Father in heaven
is perfect (Matthew 5: 48).

Jesus said “...if you remain in me you will bear a lot of fruit; apart from me
you can do nothing”. Before creation we were chosen in Him and we are
blessed in Christ in the heavenly realms. As we step into this new school
year, it is imperative that we remember who we are and whom we represent.
May our lives perfectly reflect His glory and touch lives with His love. This
might feel a little strange at first, but remember that the scriptures do call us
“aliens and strangers”, but more about that below...

Craig (aka: the new James Bond) wakes up with no memory of who he is or
where he is, and strapped to his wrist is an alien contraption that leaves him
a little shaken, but not stirred.

Then he goes to the town of Absolution, which is absolutely what you'd
expect in the Old Wild Wild West. Enter Harrison Ford, who plays out his
western attitude with appropriate grunts and one-liners. Just before the first
“shoot-em up”, non-descript aliens swoop in and

show us an early version of catch and release with humans. After that the
Cowboys and Native Americans bond together in a common purpose and
posse to rescue their captive friends and loved ones from the “demons’”. It all
goes down in the end when they find the Mothership and battle it out at the
E.T. Corral...

Sure, Cowboys and Aliens is predictable and clichéd, but if you want to turn
off your brain and kill two hours alongside an all star cast, this movie is your
Huckleberry. When you leave the movie theater all stoked up because it was
cool to see a bunch of people come together and rescue their friends, turn

your brain back on and remember that you have friends that have been
captured as well:

Satan, who is the god of this world, has blinded the
minds of those who don't believe. They are unable to
see the glorious light of the Good News. They don’t
understand this message about the glory of Christ, who
is the exact likeness of God. 2 Corinthians 4:4

In this verse we discover that Satan (and his real demons!) wield a particular
power over unbelievers that has captured them and blinded their spiritual
eyes from seeing the freedom Jesus Christ offers them by trusting in Him
alone for salvation. It's like Satan and his army have swooped down and
taken them away with deceptive worldviews and lifestyles, and now it's time
for us to form a posse and “Git'er Done!”

Interestingly, one of the reasons that the humans even stood a chance
against the “demons” was the iPhone 5 looking thing attached to Daniel
Craig's wrist. When the bad extra-terrestrials showed up, his alien weapon
released a ring tone and BAM! - he was off to kick some alien whatever you
might call it.

Likewise for us, don't think for a moment that we have the strength,
intelligence, or power in ourselves to last one second in the battle with the
dark spiritual forces of this world. That's why when you ride off with your
posse to help liberate your friends this week, keep these verses in mind:

We are human, but we don’'t wage war as humans do. We use God’s mighty
weapons, not worldly weapons, to knock down the strongholds of human
reasoning and to destroy false arguments. We destroy every proud obstacle
that keeps people from knowing God (2 Corinthians 10:3-4).

“God’s mighty weapons” consist of prayer and His Word brandished in the
awesome power of the Holy Spirit. You must understand that because God
lives within you, no encounter you have with anyone is an accident or by
chance. Jesus has empowered you and released you to seek out the
strongholds of Satan that keep those you love in bondage to the ideas of this
world. So let me paint a couple targets that you can blast away at right
away.

First, many of your friends think they can earn their way to heaven by being
good, so they are trapped in this prideful lie that comes straight from the
gates of hell. Here’s the ammo for your first salvo:

God saved you by his grace when you believed. And you can’t take credit for
this; it is a gift from God. Salvation is not a reward for the good things we
have done, so none of us can boast about it (Ephesians 2:8-9).

Second, there are those in your circle who feel like God could never forgive
them. Satan has captured them with guilt and regret, so you need to open
up this can of truth:

If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and
cleanse us from everything we've done wrong (1 John 1:9).

So have fun with Cowboys and Aliens, and better yet, have an adventure in
THE Cause of Christians and Demons. Get your posse together and ride off
into the sunset - because the Son will bring about a great victory for you!

Calm Your Child’s Back-To-School Anxiety

Elsie has been waking up frequently (and loudly) at night.
Nate’s outbursts have increased significantly. If you've had
increased behavior challenges with your children in the last
week or two, you're not alone, and it may well be caused by
back-to-school anxiety. Some kids are verbal about their
anxieties, while other kids simply take out their stress on
those closest to them. Returning to school in the fall is a
huge anxiety-producer for some children for whom school
days can be very over-whelming: fitting into the structure,
meeting lots of expectations while coping with busy
stimulation and new experiences, worrying about making
friends, etc. Hopefully the ideas below will decrease
everyone’s stress, and facilitate a smooth start to the school
year for your family!

How to help your anxious child:

« Start by identifying
and facing  the
anxieties you might
have about your
struggling child.
Parents often react to
their children’s
anxiety out of their

own anxious or angry thoughts: “How is this kid gonna get
through school and life?” “What does this say about my
parenting — What am | doing wrong?” or simply, “What is
wrong with this kid!?” When we respond to our children out
of these thoughts and emotions, our children sense it, and it
renders even the best parenting technique ineffective. Take
a few deep breaths and engage your child with a faith-filled,
peaceful perspective — God is much bigger than your current
challenge! Children need to know that you are confident you
will all get through this together.

+ Set a time and place to discuss the issues when your
child is the most relaxed. Anxieties often surface when
children are hungry, tired or already upset about something
else. If they begin to unload fears right at bedtime, for
example, you can say, “Wow, you have some strong

feelings about that. That's important to talk about. Let's do
that right after dinner tomorrow. I'll write a note to remind us.”

« Start your discussion with hopeful empathy — letting them
know you understand without strengthening their perception
of the actual problem/threat. i.e. “| remember being afraid of
starting school when | was your age. The older | got, the
more | realized | didn't need to be afraid. You'll get through
it.” or — You can share about how you have had similar
feelings about a new challenge, and how you overcame the
situation.

* Gently help your child remember past successes at taking
on a challenge or new experience. Avoid the inclination to
tell your child how to feel. Instead, make neutral, relaxed
observations or ask questions such as, ‘I remember last
year when you were really worried about . Do you
remember how you got through it? What could you do this
time?” This helps children learn to be responsible for their
own feelings, and learn to sort things out for themselves.

* Both children and parents feel much less threatened if

they have a plan. Facilitate your children’s problem-solving
about what will make them feel more comfortable or
confident, once you identify what they are most anxious
about. If they develop their own solutions it will be far more
effective because they will tend to feel empowered instead
of fearful. If they can't come up with anything, you can offer
ideas and let them choose what they think will be helpful.
* Ideas to consider: Familiarity decreases anxiety — visit
school, play on the playground, walk the halls, make sure
your child knows where everything is. If possible set a time
to meet the teacher, giving her a heads up about your child’s
anxiety and need for a warm greeting. Make sure to keep
your time brief and truly helpful to the probably very busy
teacher — i.e. bring some healthy snacks for her to have
while she works; ask if you could run an errand, make a
poster with your child for the room, do a little
stapling/collating/cleaning, etc. Serving helps children feel
capable and mature, and could set the tone for how they
engage in the classroom.

Currently, the Bells do their work
from their home and rely on local hospitals and
medical centers to care for children if they
have special needs. Often a child in a severe
situation must be airlifted to Nairobi for care.

Although the Christian is not required to keep the
Sabbath, the Fourth Commandment does reveal
our self-centered nature. How often do we wish
there were eight days in a week to spend pursuing
our own agenda, and rarely set aside one day for
God’'s?

Remember the Sabbath day, to keep it holy. Six
days you shall labor, and do all your work, but the
seventh day is a Sabbath to the Lord your God. On
it you shall not do any work, you, or your son, or
your daughter, your male servant, or your female
servant, or your livestock, or the sojourner who is
within your gates. For in six days the Lord made
heaven and earth, the sea, and all that is in them,
and rested on the seventh day. Therefore the Lord
blessed the Sabbath day and made it holy. Exodus
20:8-11

The word Sabbath is derived from the
Hebrew verb “to rest or cease from work”. God
commands that we remember to set aside one day
out of seven to rest and worship God in public and
private. God has blessed the Sabbath-day to be
set apart for the intentional exercise of our service
and duty to God while we rest from our own works.
Notice the preface to the Fourth Commandment,
“Remember the Sabbath day”. We all have a
tendency to not remember the day ordained by the
Lord. We instead put other plans before the
solemn corporate worship of God the Creator. The
charge of keeping the Sabbath is directed to
governors of families and other superiors. Also
take notice how that is linked with the decrees of
the Fifth Commandment.

We should rest from the works of worldly
employments and recreations that are on other
days lawful. We instead waste the day in idleness
and needless works or sordid, worldly gain. We
should make it our delight to spend the time in
public and private practice of worship of the God of
Scripture. We instead fill the time with words and
thoughts about our worldly employments and
recreations. We should prepare our hearts for the
preaching of the Word and the praise of His Name.
We instead refrain from any adoration and
reverence for the God who is worthy.

God has not only appointed the seventh
day, He blessed it. God could ask for six days of
worship and only give us one day to work. Instead

He offers us to follow His pattern as He finished all
His work in six days and dedicated the seventh day
to holy rest.

The Church, since Christ's ascension, has
no authority to prescribe a Sabbath-day. Israel
observed the Sabbath to remember God’'s work in
Creation and the Exodus. Christians since the 1%
century have followed the Apostles practice of
observing the first day of the week, known as the
Lord’s Day, for the worship of our risen Savior who
was raised from the grave on Sunday. The grand
reason for changing the Jewish Sabbath to the
Lord’s Day is that it puts us in mind of the mystery
of our redemption by Christ. The reason why God
instituted the old Sabbath was to be a memorial of
the creation. Great was the work of creation, but
greater was the work of redemption. Great wisdom
was seen in making us, but more miraculous
wisdom in saving us. Great power was seen in
bringing us out of nothing, but greater power in
helping us when we were worse than nothing. You
can see the Jewish Sabbath as a type or a shadow
of what was to come in Christ. Jesus is the
fulfillment of the Feasts of the LORD in Leviticus
23:7, 15, 35-36, 39-40. Now we can understand
why the Jewish Sabbath is transferred to the Lord’s
Day, also known as the Christian Sabbath.

Jesus kept the whole Law (including the
Sabbath) to be the perfect sacrifice for us. The
Bible makes it clear that the Law has been
satisfied in Christ, not in our Sabbath keeping
(Galatians 3:10, Hebrews chapter 10).

How often have we considered if we should
go to church on Sunday, but we don't dare
question if we should go to work on Monday. The
Sabbath-day is a gift to us, not a burden. God will
not hold him guiltless who steals His glory and
lives for himself. Trust in the ‘Lord of the Sabbath’
(Mark 2:28).

Read these encouraging words from
Charles Spurgeon, “I am no preacher of the old
legal Sabbath. | am a preacher of the gospel. The
Sabbath of the Jew is to him a task; the Lord’s Day
of the Christian, the first day of the week, is to him
a joy, a day of rest, of peace, and of thanksgiving.
And if you Christian men can earnestly drive away
all distractions, so that you can really rest today, it
will be good for your bodies, good for your souls,
good mentally, good spiritually, good temporally,
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Praise The Lord!
