Dear Grace Family,

I am putting in my letter some excerpts from the
pastor who will be with us on Sunday, November 6.
Please don't miss this opportunity to be equipped and
encouraged in ministry and living out God's mission
for us to being the gospel to all people in the world.
His name is Pastor Masih and he will be with us for
both morning worship services, Sunday School, and
on Sunday evening at 6:00 P.M. Here is some of his
story.

"My name is Mujahid El Masih and until 1997,
Pakistan was my home. In Pakistan 98 percent of the
people are Muslims. While growing up, I studied the
Koran and Islam for 14 years in Pakistani schools. I
also had Military Training in Pakistan. From Islamic
teachers and the military I was taught to hate Israel,
Christians and all non-Muslims, and I was very
passionate to be a martyr for Country and the
Religion. Then I came to know that Jesus is the Way,
and the Truth and the Life, and He set me free from
all evil of this world. I gave my life to Jesus when I
was 25 years old. Then Jesus called me to preach His
gospel and He opened doors for me to go to Bible
College, where I studied for three years. I started
planting churches with the power of the Holy Spirit
and by His power we succeeded in planting 24
churches in different areas of Pakistan.

There are so many great things that God has done for
us! When I come to visit you, I believe that our
testimony is going to build the faith of Christians in
your church.

God has put upon my heart to teach
Americans the truth of Islam. Not only would I love to
come share about the faithfulness of God in my life,
but to share from my studies of Islam and how we can
love Muslims to Christ. My website is:

Pastor Masih loves the Lord Jesus Christ and
His Word. Pastor Masih loves the United Sates of
America and thanks God for the freedom and liberty
here in this country. There is no freedom of religion in
his native country nor in any Muslim country around
the world. That is why he says, “I love the USA
200%”.

Pastor Masih has suffered through much persecution
in his old country where Muslims burned his town.
Fifteen hundred Christian homes and 13 church
buildings were burned by the Muslims. But he has no
anger or bitterness toward Muslims. He says, “I love
Muslims, and my prayer for them is that they will
come to know Jesus Christ as their Lord and Savior.
He wants to see the church in the USA stand strong
and firm for Christ Jesus in spite of persecutions.
The Word says “You will know the truth and the truth
will make you free.” The Word of God also says, “My
people perish because of a lack of knowledge.” He
believes that in order to destroy terrorism, people need
to know the truth about Islam: the Qur’an, the
Muslim’s holy book, talks about violence and killing
the Jews and Christians. 60% to 70% of the Quran is
about violence."

Pray for this opportunity and invite others to join us
for this event.

You Can Both Win The Chore Wars!
I had been frustrated by ten-year-old Noah’s lack of

thoroughness, and what I considered poor effort in cleaning

the bathroom. It dawned on me that I (Lynne) was expecting

him to just know how to do it without ever actually breaking it

down for him. So we started over and cleaned the bathroom

together while I guided him in understanding and writing a

step by step checklist of tasks that was then taped to the

inside of the cupboard. This was a far more effective

approach.

Years later, Jim and I spoke with Mark Holmen, a nationally

known speaker who trains church leaders and parents to

guide children’s faith development. His teaching format

peaked our interest, as we realized it has lots of implications

for how parents interact with kids. Instead of taking the

common approach of explaining to parents what they should

do, Mark’s highly effective program follows this format:

1) Motivate people.

2) Model what you’re asking for.

3) Practice with them.

4) Provide resources to help with

follow-through.

What a great teaching format to help our kids be successful

at accomplishing a challenging task!

1) Motivate – Start by asking children what they think are

the reasons to do the chore. Help them feel like part of the

family team, talk about the benefits to everyone when the

chore is done well, how much you appreciate their help, how

they are learning to be a hard worker, etc. Consider offering

a fun activity together once they are done. You may want to

communicate that certain fun privileges are on hold until

after the chore is done, or that it needs to be done before

dinner.

2) Model – Make sure you show them how to do the chore,

but don’t forget to model having some fun while you do it.

3) Practice – Watch them do it with an eye for whatever

they are doing well. Make sure your compliments outnumber

your corrections.

4) Provide (resources) – Does your child need a checklist

(or a few pictures if they are younger) to guide their efforts?

Do they need all the supplies for the job collected in one

spot or clearly labeled to avoid confusion?

That day when I worked with Noah and carefully trained him

how to clean the bathroom, he didn’t feel ordered around, he

felt like I was really invested in his success. Over time he

became my most faithful bathroom cleaner – one of the

more selfish reasons that I love it when he comes home

from college

Depression has become our nation's number one emotional
illness and the sad news is that it is increasing at a rapid
rate. Rising rates in suicide, especially among our young
people, shows the final end to which depression can take
us. Proverbs 23:7 tells us … “For as he thinketh in his heart
… so is he ...” (KJV) The Bible in Basic English has it like
this … “For as the thoughts of his heart is … so is he.”

The Bible tells us that God made you and I in His image.
God wants each of us to be happy and I think God has a
special concern for our minds and our hearts. What a man
or woman holds in their hearts and what they think in their
mind has a great effect on them spiritually, emotionally, and
physically. Maybe your one who is fighting the battle with
depression today. I am not an expert, but I have fought
depression at various times throughout my life. I urge you
to recognize that our Heavenly Father is faithful and He will
do for us what He promises He will do.

God's promise is that if we seek Him first, He will provide
what we need. (Matthew 6:25-33) I think we need to be
thankful in everything and thankful for everything God gives
us. Thankful even for the circumstances we find ourselves
in and confident that we will see God come and work in
each situation. This morning, don't dwell on past unhappy
experiences nor things that have happened in the past that
you can't change … instead think about all the ways God
has blessed you and the blessings He will give today,
tomorrow and for eternity. Find a Christian friend and share
with him or her what you are feeling and ask them to pray
with you about your depression. Fill you mind with God-like
thoughts and keep your mind fixed on Him. God loves us
very much and if we keep our minds fixed on His love … we
can have a submissive spirit and a peaceful heart.

Lord God, in Your own words You have told us … “I WILL
NEVER LEAVE YOU, NOR WILL I FORSAKE YOU!” John
14:18 Help those who are depressed this morning. Help
them to keep their minds fixed on You and let their hearts
be filled to over-flowing with Your goodness and grace. We
give everything we do and think this day over to You,
knowing confidently that Your love will see us through.

The Anchor will hold … even in the storms of depression,
worry, and concern.

God will often bring a Christian to the point in life
where there is no direction to look except up … to
where all we have left is our faith. “Jesus is Lord”

In 2 Corinthians 1:8-9 Paul is speaking about the
suffering he and others faced in Asia … “We had
great burdens there that were beyond our own
strength.

Evangelism

A.W. Tozer said it best, “What comes into our
minds when we think about God is the most
important thing about us.” By the First
Commandment, worshipping a false god is
forbidden; in the Second Commandment
worshipping the true God in a false manner is.

You shall not make for yourself a carved image, or
any likeness of anything that is in heaven above, or
that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water
under the earth. You shall not bow down to them or
serve them, for I the LORD your God am a jealous
God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers on the
children to the third and the fourth generation of
those who hate me, but showing steadfast love to
thousands of those who love me and keep my
commandments. Exodus 20:4-6

It was said by a famous missionary
preacher that Sunday morning in America is the
greatest hour of idolatry. This can only be
understood through the lens of the Second
Commandment. If the First Commandment
discusses the object of worship, then the Second
Commandment discusses the mode of worship.
This Commandment can be divided into two parts:
the precept and the penalty.

The word ‘worship’ can be translated as: to
revere, to fear, to serve, to praise, to do homage.
Broadly, worship may be regarded as the direct
acknowledgement to God, of His nature, attributes,
ways and claims, whether by the outgoing of the
heart in praise and thanksgiving or by deed done in
such acknowledgement. To worship God rightly,
He requires that we receive, observe, and keep
pure and entire, all such religious worship and
ordinances as God has instituted in His Word. We
should disapprove, detest, and oppose any kind of
rivalry to the honor, glory, and esteem due to the
Lord.

The sins forbidden is the setting up of an
image carved from wood, stone or metal for
religious use or worship. All ideas, portraitures,
shapes, images of God, whether by effigies or
pictures, is forbidden. God is to adored in the
heart, not painted to the eye. The intent of making
images and pictures is to worship them. To set up
an image to represent God, is debasing Him. We
should forsake the making of any representation of

God, of all or of any of the three persons; either
inwardly in our mind or outwardly in any kind of
image or likeness of any creature whatsoever for
the purpose of worshipping it. The effects of
disobedience and hatred to God last for some time
(to the 3rd or 4th generation), but the effects of
obedience and love to God last far more extensive
(to a thousand generations).

Have you ever noticed the use of the words
“To me...” That is the key. To be an idolater, you
make a god to suit yourself, one devoid of
reference to sin, righteousness, and judgment.
Make sure he or she likes the things you like and
hates the things you hate. If you like lust, so will
your god. If your god doesn’t mind lying and
stealing, then you can lie, steal, and lust to your
heart’s content. Your god will fill your heart with joy
and your spirit with song...right up until Judgment
Day.

So do yourself a big favor: destroy your
idols. An idol doesn’t have to be something
tangible; anything that takes the place of God in
our life serves as an idol, whether it be our job, a
person, possessions, etc. Cultivate an
understanding of what God is like, as revealed in
Scripture. That will put the fear of God in you and
cause you to keep your heart free from sin, and at
the same time you will have strong motivation to do
what He says regarding the Great Commission.

Idolatry is perhaps the greatest of all sins
because it opens the door to unrestrained evil. It
gives sinners license not only to tolerate sin, but to
sanction it, fanned by demonic influence. If you
make a god in your image, one you feel
comfortable with, you can then create your own
moral standards to go along with him...or her. God
sent His Son to suffer and die for our idolatry to
turn us from idolaters to worshipers. Jesus came to
be a wellspring of water welling up to eternal life
causing us to turn and forsake our broken cisterns
that can hold no water. “But the hour is coming,
and is now here, when the true worshippers will
worship the Father in spirit and in truth, for the
Father is seeking such people to worship him. God
is spirit, and those who worship Him must worship
in spirit and truth.” John 4:23,24.
