Dear Diary,
This year, I promise that I will:

 Journal everyday

 Stop smoking
 Get in shape
 Read my Bible and pray

Is that because we set our goals too high? Or could it be that we never really
wanted to keep those promises in the first place? No matter, the point being
that most New Year's resolutions bite the dust inside a month.

The ancient Israelites had a New Year's opportunity of sorts. God opened
the way for them to take possession of the Promised Land and make His
name great in the world. A once in a lifetime opportunity for a new start in a
fresh land to grow a godly nation. Unfortunate
resolution:
That night all the people of the community raised their voices and wept
aloud. All the Israelites grumbled against Moses and Aaron, and the whole
assembly said to them,

"If only we had died in Egypt! Or in this dese
to this land only to let us fall by the sword? Our wives and children will be
taken as plunder. Wouldn't it be better for us to go back to Egypt?" And they
said to each other, "We should choose a leader and go back to Egypt.
(Num. 14:1-4)

To them, this "New Year" opportunity was too scary, too risky, and altogether
impossible. So they resolved to stay in their little world and miss out on
God's amazing promised land.

Bottom line: God is not asking for resolutions, He want
into the Promised Land would be difficult and risky, but the results would be
well worth the cost. Staying in the desert would be easier and safer, but the
results would be zero impact for God's glory.

I propose that you offer God not a New Year's resolution, but a "riskolution".
Resolutions fade with time and are forgotten, riskolutions grow with God's
power and make an eternal impact. Take advantage of this New Year's
opportunity to offer your life as a living sacrifice to be used
Declare unashamedly to Him today that you will serve Him, even if there are
giants in the Promised Land.

Goals for the New Year

A new year always brings new opportunities, and many

families set goals to achieve success. The Bible is filled

with folks who recognized a challenge and went to work,

eye on the goal, to bring about the best results.

 Moses was given the challenge of bringing the
Children of Israel back home. He wasn't keen on the
idea, but his trust in God carried him through.

 Ruth, who is highlighted in this issue, made it her goal
to get her mother-in-law Naomi back to her homeland.
This selfless act resulted in a happy life for herself
and established her place in history as the great
grandmother of King David.

 Jesus was given the task of being the example of
perfection as God's own son. It was hard work, but
centuries later his life is still considered the standard
for all mankind.

 Saul/Paul had an evil goal: to get rid of the followers
of Jesus. His plan was thwarted, as it is when goals
are not God-based. He was given a new goal-to bring
Christianity to the Gentiles, which he did willingly with
great sacrifice.

 Mary Magdalene had the goal of being supportive of
Jesus' work; because of her dedication, she was the
first to see the risen Christ.

So what are today's goals, and why do we still set goals

for ourselves and our loved ones? A goal is an

achievement that requires effort or dedication. So it is

nice to know that "with God all things are possible."

Family goals guide us to think about how we spend our

time, how we choose our activities, what we'd really like

to accomplish, and how we can help others. As Paul

says: "Know ye not that they which run in a race run all,

but one receiveth the prize? So run, that ye may obtain."

(I Corinthians 9:24) Yes, the prize, reaching a goal, can

be just as exhilarating as winning a race!

Goal setting can be done two ways.

First, between parent and child. A quiet discussion can

result in a few goals important to a youngster. These

could be to improve a grade, to save for a bike, to be

more kind to a sibling, to read the Bible each day, to

smile more, and to offer help to someone in need. These

will differ with age, but write them down and look at them

together in a few months. Don't chide, just encourage!

And when a goal is achieved, celebrate!

Second, family goals are equally important, and it is fun

for everyone to sit around the fire and talk about some

goals. This is not stubborn, unbending "outlining" of what

must happen, but rather gently considering and then

seeking some achievements that bring about family unity

and affection. These could be to plan a car trip, to

remember to turn the lights off when leaving a room, to

teach the dog a new trick, to enjoy a sport together, to do

something to improve the environment, to give service at

church, or to learn to sew or drive. Again, a written list is

helpful so that you can see how you're doing in six

months and then cross some off and add some others.

While goals are an optional yet beneficial family activity,

learning to achieve something does bring out more of a

youngster's God-bestowed talents. And this increase in

Christliness blesses the entire family and even the

community. In setting and achieving goals, you will see a

greater trust in God's ability to lead the way. As it says in

Philippians (3:14): "I press toward the mark for the prize

of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus." Press toward

that mark by talking about goals this month. You'll be

pleased with the results, and you'll find blessings for your

family, your neighbors, and maybe even the world.

Greetings Grace Reformed Church,

It has been great getting to know some of
you during our stay here at the mission house.
What a privilege it is to be involved with the
body of Christ!

As many of you know, God is directing us to
North India which is in the middle of the 10/40
window- an area that has the most
concentrated people in the world and also
includes some of the least reached people
with the gospel of Christ. The restricted
nature of India forces us to enter the country
in a non-traditional way and comply with
their laws. And for the sake of the ministry,
we will not be spearheading any church
planting movement. Our role would be to
equip the body of believers that are already
there and see them grow in maturity in Christ.
From these believers rests the foundation of
the church as well as its growth and
ultimately its survival.

How long will this window of opportunity last
for the equipping of the saints in this part of

the world? As
we speak, the
country of India
is clamping
down more and
more on its
citizens and the
workers of the
gospel. India
has been
making it harder for ministry to take place
within its borders and we can see Satan
trying to maintain his control in this area. The
urgency of the equipping of the saints in this
area is evident and vital for the survival and
spread of the church.

All of this being said, where we are right now
is in the support raising phase. As you know,
ministers of the gospel need support from the
body of Christ. Just like Paul was supported
by fellow brothers and sisters in Christ, so to
we must be supported. If the Holy Spirit is
leading you, we invite you to partner with us
in this endeavor in taking the gospel to the
least reached in the 10/40 window to North
India. We need prayer partners, financial
partners, and ministry advocates while we
are here and when we are on assignment.

I have a friend. This week she received the news
that she has a rapidly growing form of cancer that has
already claimed a number of organs in her body. The
outlook for recovery looks very bleak. What hurts me the
most about this is that I do not believe she knows Jesus as
her Lord and Savior. My friend Tom recently wrote me and
said … “When I am completely alone with my thoughts, I
remind myself that I am no more than what I am when I'm
alone with God.” Each of us who has a relationship with our
Heavenly Father and His Son Jesus know the joy and the
peace of those quiet times we spend alone with God. But
what will become of my friend who recently received the
news of her cancer? Someone said about her … I know
she believes in God.” Our reply as Christians to that
comment is … “So does Satan.”

Believing that there is a God will not bring her
eternal life. Many believe that there is a God … but don't
know the true meaning of putting their lives in God's care.
Who does she have to turn to in this difficult time? Alone,
she must face a verdict that her life on this earth may soon
be at its end … and after that she has no idea what awaits
her. God Himself in the person of Jesus Christ made it very
clear … “I tell you the truth, no one can see the kingdom of
God … UNLESS HE (OR SHE) BE BORN AGAIN.”

Please forgive me and
come into my life … fill me Your forgiving grace and the joy
of knowing where I will go when I leave this earth.

Lord God, I ask all who will read “the Anchor” to lift
our sister up to You in prayer. I pray that You will open
doors for my wife Janet, or myself to have the opportunity
to share Your love with this lost soul. We pray for guidance
and direction and that You will open the door of her heart.

If the truth be known, many of us dwell on the bad
things that happen in our lives, forgetting the blessings that
God pours out on us every day.

James 1:2-4 James isn't saying
that the trials we face are happy and joyful experiences. There
is nothing joyful about cancer, it's a terrible experience. Nor is
divorce, or loss of a job, or facing life alone when the one you
love so much is taken away from you. The joy that James is
writing about is our ability to look beyond the problem or
difficulty we are facing and see the opportunity to praise God
and recognize what place His love deserves in each of our
lives. Someone once said … “God will not change the
circumstances in our lives until our circumstances change our
lives.” God's presence can be found in every detail of your life
and mine. “We know that in EVERYTHING … God works for
the good of those who love Him.” Romans 8:28 No matter
how great your trial might be right now, and how difficult your
road is to travel, let your thoughts dwell on God's love and His
blessings. Let your trial be your testimony.

Lord God, Your love for us is beyond anything we can
comprehend or even begin to imagine. Help us to dwell on the
blessings You bring us … and not on our trials. We give You
this day, may we serve You with love and praise.

NEVER AGAIN will I confess or focus on sickness, because the Word says:
"With His stripes I am healed." (Isaiah 53:5) and Jesus "Himself took my
infirmities and bore my sickness." (Matthew 8:17)

NEVER AGAIN will I confess or focus on bondage, because the Word says:
"Where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is liberty." (2 Corinthians 3:17) and
"My body is the temple of the Holy Spirit." (1 Corinthians 6:19)

NEVER AGAIN will I confess or focus on worries and frustration, because
the Word says: I am "Casting all my cares upon Him who cares for me." (1
Peter 5:7)

NEVER AGAIN will I confess or focus on condemnation, because the Word
says: "There is now no condemnation to them which are in Christ Jesus."
(Romans 8:1) I am in Christ, so therefore I am free from condemnation!

NEVER AGAIN will I confess or focus on loneliness, because the Word says:
Jesus said, "I am with you always, even till the end of the age [forever]."
(Matthew 28:20) and "I will never leave you, nor forsake you." (Hebrews
13:5)

NEVER AGAIN will I confess or focus on curses or bad luck, because the
Word says: "Christ has redeemed me from the curse of the Law, being
made a curse for me: that the blessings of Abraham might come upon the
gentiles [that's me] through Jesus Christ: That we might receive the
promise of the Spirit through faith." (Galatians 3:13-14)

NEVER AGAIN will I confess or focus on discontent, because the Word says:
"I have learned in whatever state (circumstances) I am, to be content."
(Philippians 4:11)

NEVER AGAIN will I confess or focus on unworthiness, because the Word
says: "He made Him who knew no sin to be sin for us, that we might
become the righteousness of God in Him." (2 Corinthians 5:21)

NEVER AGAIN will I confess or focus on confusion, because the Word says:
"God is not the author of confusion, but of peace." (1 Corinthians 14:33)
and "We have received, not the spirit of the world, but the Spirit who is
from God, that we might know the things that have been freely given to us
by God." (1 Corinthians 2:12)

NEVER AGAIN will I confess or focus on persecution, because the Word
says: "If God be for us, who can be against us?" (Romans 8:31)

NEVER AGAIN will I confess or focus on the domination of sin over my life,
because the Word says: "The law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus has
made me free from the law of sin and death." (Romans 8:2)

NEVER AGAIN will I confess or focus on insecurity, because the Word says:
"When you lie down, you will not be afraid; Yes, you will lie down and your
sleep will be sweet. Do not be afraid of sudden terror, Nor of trouble from
the wicked when it comes; For the LORD will be your confidence, And will
keep your foot from being caught."

Happy New Year and grace to you! One year gone
and another to come, by God’s grace. With the
new year brings the notion of resolutions.
America’s theologian, Jonathan Edwards, wrote 70
of his own over the span of two years (1722-1723).
He says in the beginning of his resolutions, “Being
sensible that I am unable to do anything without
God's help, I do humbly entreat Him by His grace
to enable me to keep these Resolutions, so far as
they are agreeable to His will, for Christ's sake.
Remember to read over these Resolutions once a
week.” We entreat you to read our resolutions for
the Christian to keep your mind in view of
evangelism; may they be a guide in self-
examination.

Resolved, to preach the Gospel to myself daily.

Resolved, to not preach the Gospel in my own
strength.

Resolved, to keep the Gospel the main objective.

Resolved, to continually know God by daily
seeking Him in His Word, the Bible.

Resolved, to preach God’s Gospel, not man’s.

Resolved, to not waste my life; the wasted life is
the life not lived with one single, Christ exalting
passion.

Resolved, to be dependent on the Helper, the Holy
Spirit; not my own cleverness.

Resolved, to pray daily for nonbelievers who have
personally heard the Gospel from me.

Resolved, to be unashamedly doctrinal.

Resolved, to not assume the Gospel.

Resolved, to not believe the lie from the devil that I
have plenty of time to share the Gospel; redeem
the times.

Resolved, to faithfully preach the character of God.

Resolved, to obediently preach the law of God.

Resolved, to humbly preach repentance toward
God.

Resolved, to joyfully preach faith toward God’s
Son, Jesus Christ.

Resolved, to count the cost of following and
serving Christ.

Resolved, to remember that I am but animated
dust and my life is a vapor, and in Christ is the
hope of resurrection.
