Dear Grace Family,

Our theme for 2012 is: "God Changes Us As We Join Him In His Work!" To begin this
journey together in 2012, the Leadership Team at GRC invites you to participate in
"Seek Week" January 8-15. Many of us are discouraged when it comes to our prayer
lives--| get it--1 am right with you. Instead of a genuine encounter with God, prayer is
little more than a grocery list of requests. What God desires for us to experience
with Him through prayer is not simply reducing prayer to asking God to change things
but a powerful relationship that changes us!

The Bible's diagnosis of our barriers to experiencing God in our prayer life are many
times a matter of what we are focusing on.
