$Boundaries Class at GRC Date/Time: Saturday March 13 and March 20
from 9-11:30 a.m. Summary of Study: A Boundaries Study is a tool for
recovery, spiritual growth, handling of stress, relationship decisions, and
physical health. Often Christians focus so much on being loving and
unselfish that they forget their own limits and limitations. We will identify
areas where balance is needed and individually determine options and
choices. We will identify the root cause for lack of healthy boundaries in
your life. Once you learn how to identify the cause for lack of boundaries
and experience the reality of choice making, life takes on a new calmness
and determination for Christian living. Having clear boundaries is essential
to a healthy, balanced lifestyle. A boundary is a personal property line that
marks those things for which we are responsible.
